Settlement in the negotiations

mediated by the Hokkaido Labor Relations Commission

On March 28, 2024, the Hokkaido University Workers' Union reached a settlement with the University through the
mediation of the Hokkaido Labor Relations Commission. The Union withdrew the relief order request.

‘What we achieved by the negotiation

In the settlement, we agreed on the following issues: (1) The eligibility to reside in the University housing was expanded.
(2) The University and the Union will negotiate faithfully and make an effort to establish a good employer-employee
relationship, (3) The Union withdraws the relief order request.

For eligibility of residence, the University initially restricted the eligibility to faculty members who are one of the
following: (1) foreign national, (2) female, or (3) aged 40 or younger. Furthermore, the University set the maximum length
of the stay to five years. Under the settlement, residents of staff housing as of 3/28/2024 who meet one of the following
criteria may stay over five years:

(1) the tenant or the family members have illness or disability

(2) the child(ren) of the tenant attends nursery school, kindergarten, elementary school, or junior high school.

(3) The tenant reaches mandatory retirement age within five years (the stay can be extended for this reason for a maximum
of five years).

Additionally, the University will provide the following services/benefits: (1) Outsource the management of the housing
fees starting August 2024; (2) The University will bear some of the management costs for the to-be-abolished housing in
the fiscal year 2024 (Chuo dai-1, Chuo dai-2, Fushimi, & Miyanomori), and (3) Designated real estate agents offer support
services for finding a new residence (for rent or purchase), and a discount on moving services.
